The units in the Peak GC Range can be stacked on top of one another, allowing
for better use of space in laboratories.

When stacked on top of a work bench, the maximum height a combination of
generators can reach is 1 metre.

When stacked from the floor, the maximum height a combination of generators
can reach is 1.7 metres.
